BUILD THE HABIT OF GOOD ATTENDANCE EARLY!
Did you know?
» Too many absences cause children to miss out on
fundamental reading and math skills
+ Children who are chronically absent in kindergarten and 1st
grade are far less likely to read proficiently at the end of 3rd
grade.
» Being late to school often leads to poor attendance
+ Tardies and absences affect the learning of all when the
teacher has to slow down instruction to catch students up.
How Can You Help?
+ Set a regular bed time and morning routine.
» Lay out clothes and pack backpacks the night before.
» Don’t let your child stay home unless he or she is truly sick.
+ When possible avoid medical appointments during school
hours.
+ Avoid taking extended trips when school is in session.
