Honor Roll is Back!

We are pleased to bring back an honor roll system to
LCS. Our middle level teachers have worked hard to
transition to a reporting system that includes both
standards and number grades.

Here is how it works!

Overall grades are assigned using a hybrid grading
model in academic content areas.

First, teachers score and report on the standards &
then combine these scores with work habits which
includes homework completion.

A student’s overall grade is achieved using a formula
of 75% standards + 25% work habits = overall
grade. In both cases 4 = 100, 3 = 85,2 = 70, 1 = 50,
0=0.

Honor Roll is achieved in the following way:
High Honors = 93 or above in all areas
Honors = 85 - 100 in all areas
