Lamoine Comprehensive Plan Committee
Meeting Minutes July 31, 2019

Meeting called to order by Fred Stocking at 6:30 pm. Those in attendance were Kathie, Fred, Mike, Val, Bob, and Andrea. Wanda
was absent.

Mike moved and Val seconded accepting the minutes of the June 19" meeting. Passed 5:0:1 (Bob abstained, as he was absent on
June 19.)

Fred gave an update of actions since the last meeting.

Fred spoke to the State about the process we need to follow to get final State approval on the plan. The committee needs to
approve any changes and submit before our deadline. We don’t need to submit a new fully formed revision of the plan — a
summary of the changes is fine. Once we get State approval, Rick said that he would update the formatted version of the plan and
submit the new version for final Town approval.

Fred took Val and Mike’s input and put together the attachments he sent to us, and Kathie sent her updates. Fred noticed a few
other comments made by the State reviewers about checking on various things, so we need to discuss those.

The committee discussed each of the changes made. /talicized items are further comments/changes agreed to.

1. (Fred) Page 46 re: open space, Fred will rewrite based on updated numbers from Mike — in Fred’s “AA 1 & AA3
Forestry section rev 07 10” document.

1.i. Change caption from “...-2014” to “...-2019”

2. (Fred) Page 89 re: timber harvesting, Lamoine took on state standards. We comply, and Fred will rewrite this to make
that clear.

2.i.  Fred to check on the state ordinance to use whatever terms they use for the following change and make the
update: “The Shoreland Zoning Ordinance applies to all areas within 250 feet of the high-water line of any
great pond, river or saltwater body; within 250 feet of the upland edge of a coastal or freshwater wetland, and
within 75 feet of the high-water line of a designated stream.”

3. (Fred) Page 47, add in asterisked language about confidentiality to Source note at bottom of table, and extend the table to
add updated data. Committee ok with changes.

4. (Fred) Pages 26-28, we will take the wording they suggest and remove the text they take issue with. Committee ok with
changes.

5. (Fred) Page 100, we need to take (2) off the list, and combine #2 with #3 on page 99. Committee ok with changes.

6. (Fred) Page 103, we will leave the map and explain why we are not going to embed reduced 3’x4’ maps, as they will be
unreadable (in cover letter). /n cover letter, so no review at this meeting.

7. (Kathie) Page 97, Appendix B, we will include the links suggested.
7.1.  Add link to Town website for access to maps.

8. (Kathie) Page 75 (add parenthetical re: “(there are 3 public water systems <name them>, none of which are owned or
managed by the town of Lamoine)” after last bullet on p 75) and page 31 (add sentences between “...single buffer” and
“...Most drinking water”), we will ensure the plan specifies that Lamoine has three public water systems, as well as a
few more explanatory sentences, as needed, to the existing text.

8.i. Insert “additional” between “Two” and “public” in suggested language, and insert the suggested language in

the 5™ line down between “place of business” and “These wells.”
8.ii. Insert on p 32 at end of first paragraph: Kathie’s Option 1 + Fred will add info about cluster housing.

9. (Opt) Kathie did some additional research about water quality and wells. Fred suggested that we might want to add
something about considering salt water intrusion issues. Not addressing this.

10. (Val) Page 32, beef up the description of Blunts pond. And perhaps add a sentence about the Planning Board protecting
it. Take a stab at how it fits into the policies — next bullet. Committee ok with changes.



11. (Val) Page 110-111, we could refer to the state-approved shoreland ordinance and be specific about state compliance.
Also include it here and in the section about the shoreland ordinance, as well. Also more, including responsible parties, is
included on pages 121-123. We should address surface water, specifically.

11.i. Remove apostrophe from “Blunt’s” — should be “Blunts.”

11.ii. Include 4.2 p.123 AND 4" bullet on p.111 (Policies at the top of the page): “Regulate development around
Blunts Pond consistent with Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.”

11.iii.  Add 5™ bullet on p.111 (Policies at the top of the page): “The town will protect surface water resources by
properly implementing the town’s local Shoreland Zoning ordinance and collaborating with the Maine DEP in
its efforts to administer the Natural Resources Protection Act.”

Next steps:
e  Fred will create a report for tomorrow night’s Select Meeting and send it to Bob to present to them.

e Fred would like to submit our changes to the State as soon as possible.
Mike moved, and Bob seconded, that Fred put the changes, above, and send it to the committee for proofreading with a
deadline, and then send it along to the State without a further meeting, unless Fred needs one. Passed 6:0:0.

Next meeting: TBD if Fred needs one.

Mike moved and Val seconded to adjourn the meeting. The meeting adjourned at 7:49 pm.
