Added is 1 roofjack 3” rubber (cost $6.79) for a total materials list of $4,135.67.  
The change is that shingles shall be gray in color.    
 
The successful contractor shall provide proof of general liability insurance in the 
amount of $400,000 and, if applicable, workers compensation insurance in the 
state statutory amount.   
 
If approved by the Lamoine Town Meeting, the contract will be awarded no later 
than July 15, 2006. The contract is to be completed no later than October 31, 
2006.  Per day late charges will be subtracted from the contract amount for each 
day the project is not complete after October 31, 2006.  The late fee will be 
$100.00 per calendar day.

SCOPE OF WORK:   PROVIDE LABOR AND MATERIALS TO REMOVE ALL ROOFING 

MATERIALS FROM ROOF INCLUDING DRIP EDGE AND SANITARY SYSTEM VENT SEAL. 

EXERCISE CARE WITH LEAD FLASHING AROUND CHIMNEY. REPLACE SHINGLES AND 

ASSOCIATED ROOFING MATERIALS USING THE ATTACHED MATERIALS LIST. NO 

SUBSTITUTION OF MATERIALS UNLESS GRANTED PRIOR WRITTEN APPROVAL. 

  

DISPOSAL:  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DISPOSAL OF ALL ROOFING 

MATERIALS AND THE ASSOCIATED COSTS OF DISPOSAL. 

 

FREE ACCESS, PROTECTION:  THE CONTRACTOR AGREES TO PROVIDE FREE ACCESS TO 

ALL FIRE APPARATUS DURING ALL PHASES OF THE WORK. THE CONTRACTOR ALSO WILL 

PROMPTLY REMOVE ANY TIRE HAZARDS FROM IN FRONT OF THE APPARATUS BAYS.  THE 

CONTRACTOR SHALL ALSO COVER UNSHINGLED PORTIONS OF THE ROOF DURING THE 

PROJECT TO PROTECT THE BUILIDNG FROM WATER INFILTRATION DURING INCLEMENT 

WEATHER. 

 

QUALIFICATION:  ALL WORK MUST BE ACCOMPLISHED DEMONSTRATING GOOD

INSTALLATION OF SHINGLES. THE SANITARY SYSTEM VENT SHALL ALSO BE REPLACED. 

GRAY IKO CAMBRIDGE 30 DUAL SHINGLES SHALL BE INSTALLED USING AT LEAST 1 ¼” 

ROOFING NAILS PROPERLY INSTALLED. STARTER STRIP SHALL BE IKO “LEADING EDGE” 

STARTER STRIPS.    

 

VENTING:  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE LABOR AND MATERIALS TO 

PREMANENTLY BLOCK OFF BOTH EXISTING GABLE END VENTS FROM THE INSIDE ATTIC 

SPACE. THE ROOF SHALL BE VENTED USING ROLLVENT “RIDGEVENT”. THE VENT SHALL 

BE CAPPED USING GRAY IKO ARISTOCRAT 25 SHINGLES PROPERLY FITED AND SECURED.  

THE PLYWOOD ROOFING AT THE RIDGE ALREADY APPEARS TO HAVE SUFFICIENT SPACE 

FOR VENTING THROUGH THE RIDGEVENT BUT CONTRACTORS ARE RESPONSIBLE TO 

ENSURE SUFFICIENT SPACE.    

 

PAYMENT: PAYMENT SHALL BE CONTINGENT ON “PER-CENTAGE OF COMPLETION” AS 

DETERMINED BY THE FIRE CHIEF OR HIS AGENT.  

 

CHIMNEY:  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL EXERCISE DUE CARE TO REINSTALL THE EXISTING 

LEAD FLASHING AROUND THE CHIMNEY. FLASHING SHALL BE PROPERLY “WORKED” 

INTO THE NEW SHINGLES AS CUSTOMARY PRACTICE.
