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SMOKING & TOBACCO USE POLICY

The Town of Lamoine endeavors to provide a healthy and productive work environment,
safe and smoke free for employees, residents and visitors. Because of this goal, the
following policy on smoking and tobacco use. This policy applies year round and 24-
hours/day at the following town properties:
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Lamoine Town Hall, Lamoine Fire Station, Lamoine Transfer Station

Lamoine Beach Park, Bloomfield Park, Marlboro Beach Park

The use of all tobacco, marijuana and marijuana concentrate products —
including but not limited to cigarettes, cigars, cigarillos, vaping devices, JUULSs,
and other electronic nicotine delivery system products, such as e-cigarettes, spit
and smokeless tobacco, chew, snuff, snus, pipes, joints, spliffs and edible
marijuana products is prohibited on municipal property and in vehicles owned by
the Town of Lamoine. (This policy does not apply to smoking within privately
owned vehicles at the above sites, provided the windows are closed, and the
remnants of smoking remain within said vehicle).

The Town of Lamoine will post “No Tobacco or Marijuana’ signs at the public
parks (and any public parks added following adoption of this policy). Similar
signs will be posted at the entrance of all buildings owned and/or operated by the
Town of Lamoine. Labels reading “No Smoking in Vehicle” shall be installed in
all vehicles owned by the Town of Lamoine.

This policy shall be included in the policy manual provided to all employees and
on the Town of Lamoine website. ‘

A violation of this policy may result in reprimand, dismissal or reassignment of
the offender. In the case of a non-official/lemployee who violates this policy, that
person may be barred from utilizing town owned/operated facilities in the future.
All violation complaints are to be referred to the Lamoine Board of Selectmen

This policy supersedes all previous smoking policies adopted, including the policy
approved by the Lamoine Board of Selectmen dated December 7, 1994.
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
